Items span DOK levels 1–4 (6 DOK-1, 12 DOK-2, 6 DOK-3, 6 DOK-4) and cover ratio concept and language, unit rate, equivalent ratio tables and plotting, unit rate problems (pricing and speed), percent problems, and unit conversion via ratio reasoning. Claim distribution targets approximately 57% Claim 1 (Concepts & Procedures), 16% Claim 3 (Communicating Reasoning), and 27% Claims 2 & 4 (Problem Solving and Modeling). All five Learnosity item types are represented across the set.
